 handicap 20 years ago; now I’m up to a 16.” She took up golf as an undergraduate physical education major at the University of North Carolina Greensboro. Later, Betty Hicks, a pioneering teaching pro who was putting togethe
r an instruction manual, used Dick as one of her “guinea pigs” to test the teaching methods she was developing for her book. “She was an early influence,” says Dick of the now 82-year-old Hicks who helped create the predecessor of the LPGA and finished sec
ond to the legendary Babe Didrikson Zaharias in the Women’s Open in 1948 and 1954.
Margaret’s teaching career included postings at Sweet Briar College, in Sweet Briar, Virginia, Guilford College, in Greensboro, North Carolina, and a teaching fellowship at 
Wellesley. She was married to a local attorney who died in 2001.
Her many admirers include James Bassett, executive director of the VGA who has headed that organization’s rating team for many years. “She’s a great lady and a great worker and she really 
drives the women’s rating system. We work together and share information common to both our jobs—common challenges such as green sizes and mowing techniques.”
“She is highly respected by her peers,” concludes Cathy Brown, “not only as a competitive golfer 
and course rating chair, but for her character, honesty and genuineness. 
She’s
 just a great person.” ■
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
